Qualifications requirements include: 

· Annual turnover over the last two years period shall be at least twice an amount of the Bid Price;
· The Bidder shall list at least three (3) contracts for the supply of the similar goods as offered in the bid for the last two years, at least the quantity indicated in the schedule of requirement on the date of bid opening, approximate contract value, and state purchasers’ names whom the Purchaser may contact for references;
· Good offered should have been in production for at least one year and have been in operation satisfactory for at least six months.

A margin of preference for eligible national contractors shall not be applied. Additional details are provided in the Bidding Documents.
